The Diplomate of National Board Post Diploma Centralized Entrance Test (DNB PDCET) is a national-level entrance exam conducted by NBEMS for admission into Post Diploma DNB Broad Specialty courses.
Q2. Who conducts the DNB PDCET?
The National Board of Examinations in Medical Sciences (NBEMS), under the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, conducts the exam.
Q3. What is the eligibility to appear for DNB PDCET 2025?A: Candidates must have:
· Passed a recognised Postgraduate Diploma in a medical specialty.
· Completed the diploma on or before the specified cut-off date (usually March 31 of the exam year).
· Valid registration with NMC/SMC.

A: For 2025, the application window was from January 30 to February 19, 2025.
